TEST AND EVALUATION

The Air Force Test Center (AFTC) conducts 
developmental testing and evaluation of aircraft and 
flight systems including avionics, weapons systems 
(manned & unmanned), flight-controls, and munitions. 

Center operations include aerodynamic and propulsion 
wind tunnels, rocket and turbine engine test cells, 
environmental chambers, ballistic ranges, and 
centrifuges in the evaluation of air, space, and cyber 
systems.
